                         TIPS FOR STATE PONY CLUB TITLES 

1. Take a hose with you as none are provided at venues

2. Feed trucks are  usually there but don’t rely on this  Take own feed,buckets,hay etc  The last thing you need is a horse on different feed at a competition

3. Have horses shod no later than two weeks before the competition

4. Check stirrup irons for size  Basic test is new boots new irons unless the boots are the same as old ones   They are very strict on the spacing either side of the stirrup irons at state  If in doubt get them checked at the rally day before competition

5. Make sure that your stirrup leathers are not coming undone  Suggestion is to carry a spare pare with you   Not all towns have a saddlery for forgotten goods

6. At the moment the rule is no chaps for under 17  Jod clips are required with short boots

7. Be aware of the notice board and check your scores  If a problem take it to your Team Manager  Some draws are move up draws so be prepared to go in ahead of your time

8. Presentation is compulsory at the end of the competition so remember to have a clean uniform to wear into the presentation   It is usually mounted   Exceptions will be extreme heat or rain then it will be unmounted but still in uniform

9. Be prepared to stay an extra night if the Presentation goes late  Some of these competitions are 6 to 7 hours out of Sydney and in country NSW kangaroos are a problem after dark

10. State can be daunting for the first time so remember to BREATHE
