Jamboree Rules
· Safety will be strictly policed. All adults on the grounds are responsible for ensuring riders do not breach safety commonsense. Riders must WALK horses between events. No horses may be ridden or tied up in car parking areas. All riders must wear regulation boots and helmets when mounted.

· Horses likely to kick must wear a red ribbon in their tail

· All riders must participate in troop drill unless they have an exemption from the ZCI.

· Pony club uniform and full presentation for ring events. No plaiting for under 12s. Snaffle bits preferred. No double bridles. No hacking canes or dressage whips allowed. Polo shirts may be worn for sporting events. No chapettes. With the exception of Show Riding, leather gaiters are permitted for riders under 17 years of age. Gaiters must be made of solid leather and be full grain leather on the exposed side and the same colour as the boots. 

· Parents must not participate on the field unless they are specifically rostered on by their club to run a nominated event.

· All protests must be made through the Team Manger and accompanied by a $50 fee which will be refunded only if the protest is upheld. Protests will be dealt with by a Panel of three Zone Committee members.

· Riders may be reported to the ZCI by any adult for any incidents of bad behaviour to another rider or an official, or abuse of their horse. Any rider already reported and warned, will be eliminated from the event if this behaviour is repeated. In this case no protests will be entered into and the Panels decision is final.

· Team Managers will be held responsible for gear check of their riders, except for Gamblers Stakes where they will be checked again on entry to the arena.
· On ground stabling will be allocated based on numbers in each club – excess will be allocated portable yards.

· No rider is to leave the grounds during the competition or anytime before the final presentation ceremony without written permission from the ZCI. Parent or nominated adult responsible for the rider must be on the grounds for the duration of the Jamboree in case of accident.
· Led classes may be run separately depending on numbers. Clubs to indicate in advance how many riders they have in this category.

· No smoking, no alcohol, no drugs.
Further, any rider found to be under the influence of alcohol or drugs at any time during Jamboree will be automatically disqualified from the competition on the grounds of breach of an approved Pony Club policy. Such decision will be made by a Panel of 3 members of the Zone Committee and will be based on duty of care.
· Zone 23 is committed to providing a safe sporting and working environment for every person involved in Pony Club activities. To enable this commitment to be met, members, officials, parents and volunteers are requested to refrain from smoking and drinking whilst engaged in any Pony Club activities.
